Tennents is elaborated with the highest standards to create a lager with a fabulous taste. Let me inform you about how the production process is.

· The process begins with a mix of our two malts, lager and Munich.

· A hammer mills the malts, the barley and the maize into powder.

· Then water is added to the milled grain. And it is kept at a temperature of 65 or 66 degrees. Here is when the starch content converts into sugar.

· Later in a big kettle, hops are added to rich a balance of bitter and sweet.

· This mash is put under pressure to separate the grain from the liquid. Grains aren’t waste, they are used to feed the animals in the farm. As you can see they are an ecofriendly company.

· Then the wort is boiled again, to separate any solid and then it’s chilled to 10 degrees. Here is when yeast is added to convert sugars into alcohol.

· Five or seven days later, we add water to reduce the concentration.

The lager is packaged as cans or kegs. Our canning line runs up to 2000 cans per minute and over 750 barrels per hour.
